____
object/image is difficult to access and shows no apparent relationship either to the viewer or to the project constructs.  Needs to be reconfigured with greater consideration given to the project contexts.

____
object/image does not convey any form of functionality [per project specifications] and fails to be functional within that context.  Rework the project.

6 context/presentation

____
image/object is fully articulated within context of the project space [address of design constructs+form, collected/recorded images, editing (selection and construction), produced image format, rationale], and that final presentation format is unique, innovative, interesting and exceeds project expectations.

____
image/object contains some unique qualities in its presentation format and articulates the context of the project that meet and exceed project specifications.

____
image/object reads as specified by the project, with well presented work showing no significant deviation from project specifications. 

____
image/object is weak in its impact, not quite meeting the published project criteria in regard to presentation.  project needs to be reworked in some areas, then resubmitted as a completed work.

____
image/object is not effectively presented and the work should be reworked, then resubmitted, to meet the specifications of the designated project.

7 supporting documents for project work

____
all documents that support the construction of the work [sketches and/or storyboard, preliminary planning ideas—drawing or text, project components (work+images) and descriptive writing] are presented comprehensively in a manner that can be easily accessed and displayed, [possibly included are additional sources that support either the constructs of the work and/or the research]

____
most work turned in on time. final project in on time, ready for class critique

____
late on several portions of the project, final project turned in, but documentation may not have been turned in as scheduled [files turned in for grading following presentation]

____
project not completed on schedule, but turned in late with all components.

____
failed to turn in project on time, 

9 attendance

____
in class daily, on time. prepared for class.  Uses class time and access to resources to advantage.  [tutorials, instruction, imaging resources, conferring and collaborating with other students as necessary ]

____
in class daily, sometimes late arrival, prepared to work.  Uses class time and resources to advantage.
