Project 8. value+texture composition.

Due March 15

Choose a composition that you can see to read from-- constructed, still life, environment, or a photograph.  The work must come from the actual objects to interpret value, generate volume and create texture.  

You may be asked for a source file or photo of the compositional space, as a reference to the composition and the light. (ideally the pencil drawing will work)

Use a viewfinder or device to limit your view outside the frame, select an area to reproduce, and using your gradient value scale.

1. Make a full value pencil drawing study.  The drawing should be on drawing paper with a surface no smaller than 5”x7” and no larger than 8 1/2”x 11”.  (the paper can be larger, the study should be this size)

2. Use the drawing as a reference for your painting, which may be either ink or gouache.  You may use mixed media (India ink, gouache, and pencil) but the drawing should not be primary.

3. Paper size should be 11x14 for the painting.
