requirements:

1 > generate storyboard/ sequence of events prior to beginning project. do not pass go until storyboard is approved.  you may work individually or with a group but define parameters.

[storyboard is subject to change as project evolves, but will be turned in as part of project]

2 >  background/set, lighting, movement of object in sequence paths are in reference to time and place.  composition, framing, rhythm, sound should be addressed through scene changes, altering position of camera and cropping [and additional other techniques] and in edit. 

[at least one from camera/deck through iMovie program, others may be supplied by student or accessed from archived files online]

3 >  two [minimum] still images manipulated in photoshop, saved in .jpg format

[could be an image, text, rotated form, etc.]

4 >  indicate editing [each of the following criteria]:

  
removing/deleting portions of clips 

   
altering time:  change speed or reverse clip

  
show minimum of two split video/still images 

  
use effects menu on at least three frames or clip sections

  
use a minimum of six transitions

  
remove audio tracks from image/movie clips

 
add audio tracks [live recording, iTunes, mp3, aiff, sound effects]

 
indicate overlapping of audio [at least two segments]

  
alter sound level [increase and/or fade on volume levels]

  
add text/title to the sequence [can be credits or other text]

5 >  include credits: no name, no points

6 > completed sequence: export [file:share] two sizes


export to quicktime cd-rom, expert settings


the file name should be the same name you place on your storyboard

go to options /settings/ best / time set to 29.97 frames per second / size 640x480

export to desktop

save to external source [external drive/CD-ROM/DVD]

second export for the web:

             export to quicktime cd-rom, web or web-streaming


make a new filename, or alter the existing name


export to desktop

7 > one more export: export to quicktime, same process

instead of quicktime movies, export to aiff
