Project 13. reading and interpreting color.  

2D design. jj higgins

Project: Color collage (gouache)

This will be an assembled piece, with painted cutout shapes glued together. (built up surfaces.)

Objective. Interpretation of color and form in reproduction of image as collage.  Translating photographic image to reduced value image/graphic form that retains content structure and value through interpretation as a raised surface image are additional components.

Select a color magazine photograph that has a full range of values. 

(As interpreted, the term photograph does not include drawing, illustration or assemblage)

However, a reproduction of artwork with a full range of value may be substituted.  Be sure your image meets the approval for criteria, including degree of difficulty.  

Be sure the image is easily readable and simple enough to reproduce effectively. 

If you choose an image with insufficient detail, the project must be redone.

Make a proportionate (not necessarily equal size, but equally proportioned) reproduction of the photograph as a collage, using paper with gouache colorations.  

(scraps or remainders from painting exercises that are of equal value to the reproduced part might be cut out to in appropriate shapes to fit)

Shapes should be cut out of the papers with sharp knife blades or scissors, so that the edges do not interfere with the reading of the image.  Be sure the adhesive does not become a visual (or visible) factor.  You can also tear the paper, as long as the edges work with the construction.

Reduce the value level of the photograph to minimize detail, but include enough that there is a distinction between values and form.  

The reproduction should retain the quality and value/color definition that gives it volume.  

Color reproductions do not have to match, but are required to be equal in value.  

(in other words, reduce but don’t eliminate detail—and color substitutions can be made with equal value color.) 

Image reproduction size should be on Bristol board, with measurements a minimum of 5”x7” to a maximum of 11”x14” 

The image format depends upon the selected image you choose to reproduce.

The original image must be included when the project is turned in.  

Bring only the image, not the magazine.  There will be no critique for this project.

Project is due on April 26.
