objective > mapping project where the viewer is taken through an interactive dvd/screen experience, making selections as to ‘direction’ .  the reconstruction of spaces should be logical to the project. 

theme > you (the maker of the interactive piece) determine the theme. the collected images will reflect the topic or application

Requirement: constructed (drawn) storyboard  with indication of overall project concept

minimum of 4 menus with activated buttons

minimum of 5 video clips and/or slideshows 

visible and invisible activated buttons

end jump/target assignments (for buttons and clips)

menu development,

text, video and (both sequenced and still) image applications

include your name somewhere on the first play menu page

DVD Studio Pro, collected image, sound and video clips

Due on December 6, beginning of class period.

Objective > understanding and developing website construction and publication of this site to Bengal space (with the Bengal space permitting, of course)

Theme > development and display of work in either webart or website (functional) design

____  On the index page > site introduction.  Include your name on this page  (visible)

____  Links should go to at least one other page from the index page.

____  Use the page modification tools to change background, text color/size, link color, 

selected font grouping, and other page related information.

Images:

____  minimum of 2 videos, sized no larger than 320x240 and in mp-4 format.

____  Minimum of 6 images, sized no larger than 4”x6” at a resolution of 72 

____  Minimum of 4 thumbnail images (images reduced to 1.5x1.5, resolution 72 that 

connect to another page—perhaps the larger version of the same image

____  Minimum of 1 rollover image

____  Minimum of 1 hotspot over selected .jpg image

____  Minimum of 5 links to other sites (website links)

____  Each page in your site should have a link back to the index page

____  In addition to the viewing pages, include a sitemap page to link directly 

to each page in your website.

Managing sites >

You will need the information provided for you by the IATS regarding your Bengal space and how to launch a webpage.  We will publish the pages locally (save to CD-ROM) and also attempt to publish them to your Bengal space.

Dreamweaver has an FTP included in the package.  FTP stands for file transfer protocol, for getting and putting images onto a server.  If you are working on another type of program (HTTP://), you can upload and download files with Fetch.  Fetch is shareware, and typically would cost $25, but through an educational discount you can get the program at no cost.

you can access files from anywhere that you have an internet connection with Fetch, not necessarily just your webpages.

(there is also a program (FTP) called Cyberduck that is an immediate free download)

Inside your Bengal folder is another folder titled www.  This is your file for storing web applications.  Store your pages and dependent files there.

Websites should be launched by December 10, if not sooner.  When you have them launched, send me your weblink.  Of course you can continue to add pages and to load documents on the pages you have already constructed.

Be sure you are checking out the pages on preview, to see how they read and how they look.  Be aware of readability, image and type design and construction, and the process of navigation.  Research other websites to get an idea about how you might want your site to look.  

Final project.

Your mission: construct a final project that is of a comprehensive nature.  

Before you begin, you should have a storyboard and have the project approved.  (We have a little conference and you pitch your idea and how you intend to do it).  This is a gradable exercise that is about the idea and the plan.

Your storyboard will be your guide, and your theme will be something you select that you would either like to continue from a previous project, or an entirely new project.

Give yourself time to develop the idea and make a good plan for producing the final piece.  You have a variety of choices, and a variety of skills that we have covered during the course of the semester.

Storyboard ideas should be presented on November 27 (if I don’t already have your written plan).  You will have a work day on November 29 for the other projects and/or the development of the project. Schedule an individual meeting (brief, but come prepared with your project proposal, storyboard and questions) with me before the project begins.

(yes this needs to happen Tuesday, since all of you are on Thanksgiving break)

We should have an in-process review during the week to check progress, and projects will be due for presentation the final Thursday that we have class.  The other option is that we are there during finals week.  You will be required to attend the critique, whenever that is.

Gradable work for semester:

Attendance+participation for first six weeks.  (collage project)

Postcard project

constructing the DVD (project with all student work)
