Project6. texture

Placemat art project.

Collect textures from a variety of surfaces and label them [identify surface and placement].  Use pencil, charcoal, or graphite media rubbed onto paper surface.

You may vary the type of receiving surface.

Using the actual collected textures, reproduce the ‘placemat’ image you’ve received as nearly as possible to its actual visual texture.   (the thickburger)

Enlarge the image to fit the format of the paper.

The textures should be placed on a 11”x17” white paper [or Bristol] surface with a minimum 1” border  

Pieces should be torn and adhered to the white paper surface with a glue stick, rubber cement, or small amounts of glue.

[The adhesive should not affect the texture of the image. The lamination will hold it in place]

A map of the textures should be on the back of the image, with a listing of the texture and where it was collected. Have some fun with the map. . .

Projects should be laminated.  (try FedEx/Kinkos or the Print Shop in Brady Commons)
