Project 4. 2D design

grid composition with repeating shapes

Using a circle template and either a square or triangle template, create two interesting and challenging compositions with circles and triangles based on the following criteria:

• grid and variation of the grid

• isolation

• overlap

• gradual movement from positive to negative

• eccentric arrangement [away from center]

• intersection

• interesting arrangement of forms with parts removed

• exploration of individual and composite form

the circles in each space do not have to be the same size [size may vary in each space]

all grid spaces should contain a part of the triangle or square shape

to look at alternative ways to create composition, we will do an exercise in class with tracing paper, you should have sketch references for your grid before beginning 

objective: understanding overlapping, density, scale, variety, subtlety, space organization and tension within the frame spaces.

11x14 bristol board

black rolling ball pen

ruler

circle template or form

a triangle or square template or form

draw and ink the edges of the grid space

each box should be 2”x2”

top and side margins should  be at 1 1/2”

bottom margin is 2 1/2”

(2) designs on 11x14 bristol board 

 remove all lines that exceed the grid

design 1 should be more formal/less visually active, using the objects to contain themselves.

design 2 should play on tension, movement, use the boundaries as a container for ‘live’ objects

due February 19, beginning of class.
